Sensory integration is the process by which the brain unconsciously organizes sensory inputs from the
vestibular, proprioceptive, auditory, visual, olfactory, gustatory, and tactile systems. If these inputs are
organized appropriately, the child typically feels comfortable and secure. Interpreting sensory information lays
the foundation for the development of perception. When the brain does not process and organize sensory
inputs appropriately, the child will struggle with behavioral and learning problems. These behaviors are typically
misinterpreted by parents and teachers as defiant or maladaptive behaviors that have an environmental origin.
The learning problems could be justified by developmental problems or low intelligent quotient.

Despite the fact that sensory integration dysfunction could occur in isolation, children with
developmental pervasive disorders, attention deficit and attention deficit with hyperactivity disorders, and
premature children may present with sensory integration difficulties. Because of that, sensory integration
intervention could be the best treatment of choice for children with these diagnoses.
